The proceeds to be distributed between the OHS Music Department and the VFW Post 12084.  The event is estimated to have between 200-300 cars/trucks along with approximately 200 spectators. If the Booster Club/Music Department could work with the VFW to complete a booklet for the event those proceeds could be split.  The concession stand run by the Music Department would realize all those profits.  Ms. Crooks will work closely with Mr. Rotzal to finalize all the details and report back to the Booster Club.

Principal’s Report, Frank Samuelson

· AP Testing is complete and the students are back to their year end routine.

· Sophomore class will take a trip to Camp Mattatuck to participate in a Ropes Course Program.

· The 2nd Annual Day of Silence was observed protesting the silence faced by lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender people.

· The sophomore ring ceremony was held, the dance was cancelled due to lack of ticket sales.

· A parent information meeting was held to discuss OHS trips to Italy/Spain and Rome/Pompeii in 2011.

· OHS Spring Concert was held May 5th performances from the Concert Band, Jazz Band, Jazz Combo and Chorus.

· A AP Calculus program called ”Project Opening Doors” was held at Wilby High School in Waterbury.

· SAT Prep Classes are being conducted after school for interested students.

· Workshops are being conducted for teachers and others who will be judging the senior Capstone projects on May 27th.

· Ms. DiNicola’s physics class complete a roller coaster project displaying concepts of energy, momentum and velocity.  Frank Dogali was the winner.

· Thirteen students participated in the COLT Poetry Contest James Badas was a medal winner in his language category.

· Thirty-one students attended Latin Day at Holiday Hill all wearing togas or tunics.  The day included chariot races, tug of war, bocce ball and “Certamen” Latin Quiz Bowl.

Mr. Lungarini present a list of priority needs by location; Westside Field, Baseball/Softball, Gymnasium and additional projects. Ms. Crook wished to thank the Booster Club for all they have done for not only the Fine Arts but also the school as a whole.  Ms. Nelson has joined the Cultural Arts Committee and praises everything the Fine Arts Department is doing but we are not moving ahead as a cohesive group as of yet.  Ms. Crooks is trying to be patience and think of new ways to raises funding.  The Board of Education is still not paying the stipends for “Grease” and her goal is to get the stipends pre-approved for future productions.

Old Business

Post Prom – Phone calls will be made to Junior and Senior Families to request small food donations to help off set costs.  Last minutes decorations are being completed.

Garden Project – Ms. Michalak  organized and oversaw the garden project on April 24. Seventeen shrubs were planted and three beds were re-mulched. New Fundraising Ideas

Ms. Adamski will check with Ms. Crooks and Ms. Nelson on putting together a Murder Mystery Dinner Show.  Rights are fairly inexpensive and if we keep it local in the school café that also keeps costs down.

Mr. Lainer has a source for tree sales, which can be an easy fundraiser.  Mr. Adamski will get the details and report back to the Booster Club.

Mr. Lungarini wanted to research the Palace Theatre fundraiser and lock up at least one show for the coming year; this fundraiser has no risk involved.  He also wanted to consider a Coral Competition, with the new show “Glee” out and such a big hit it would be nice to recruit 6-7 local schools to compete against each other the estimated earnings can be as much as $5,000.  (Consider a March or April time frame for this event)

Another suggestion was a town wide Adult Spelling Bee this was done many years ago by the PTO and raised close to $10,000. (Consider a November time frame for this event)
